A sample: In 1206, Birkebeiner skiers, so called for their
protective birch bark leggings, skied through the treacherous
mountains and rugged forests of Norway’s Osterdalen valley
during the winter of 1206, smuggling the son of King Sverresson
and Inga of Vartieg to safety. The flight taken during the
Norwegian Civil War took the Birkebeiners and prince from
Lillehammer to safety in the town of Trondheim.

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The Prince and the Nanny - Book Report by Jon Satrum

The Prince and the Nanny
By Odell M. Bjerkness
© 2008, 2009

Each of us takes something different out of a book. In my
case, | found “The Prince and the Nannifiteresting in its
own right with the unexpected benefits of learning more
Norwegian history and improving my Norwegian language
skills (probably something not intended by the author, but
there just the same).

The “Prince” is King Harald, the current King of Norway (“the
first prince born on Norwegian soil in 600 years”). The
“Nanny” is Inga Berg, the Aunt of the author. The story is
about Inga’s connection to the royal family and her time in
the royal household caring for Prince Harald as an infant. As
you read, the book becomes much more than this.

The author Odell Bjerkness, Professor Emeritus of Concordia
College, helped develop Skogfjorden, the nationally
acclaimed Norwegian language village. In this book he uses
his knowledge of history and linguistics to tell “a rare and
intimate view of the first few years of little Prince Harald’s life
as told through the journal of Prince Harald’s nurse, Inga
Berg”.

The book is in 4 sections:

1. Background information about Inga Berg and the
Royal Family: This section by itself is a snapshot of
Norwegian history with the progression from Viking
kings to the modern monarchy. We also see the
progression of Inga Berg’s life which prepared her
for service to the royal family.

2. Inga’s detailed journal of her 18 months caring for
Prince Harald: A reproduction of each page is
included, with a translation of that page, plus
footnotes. The journalis the “heart of the book”,
giving you insight to the royal household and daily
life there. This section is where | was able to read
and translate legible Norwegian script and then
compare my result to the provided translation. This
also helped me with sentence structure as well.

3. An epilogue which completes the story of Prince
Harald and Inga Berg: In the epilogue you learn
more about Norway during WWII, the German
occupation of Norway, and the impact on the royal
family during those years.

4. Endnotes, bibliography and appendices: Read the
entire book, including this section, where you find
even more information on the lineage of the
Norwegian monarchy. Who was Prince Christian
Frederik Carl George Valdemar Axel of Denmark?
What about Prince Alexander Edward Christian
Frederick of Denmark? If you don’t know, you may
not find out unless you read the entire book.

With all the pictures and included supporting documentation,
you can read this 110 page book quite quickly. My
recommendation is to read it once at a slower pace to
appreciate it, and then read it again as it applies to your
specific interests.

A Little in English...
Celebrating the New Year and the End of Christmas

As in many countries, in Norway the change from one
year to another is celebrated on both New Year’s Eve
and New Year’s Day. New Year’s Eve is celebrated with a
party or get-together either at home or out on the town,
which often culminates with counting down to the new
year’s beginning at midnight. On the table one typically
serves among other things lamb ribs (pinnekjgtt), pork
ribs or turkey on New Year’s Eve.

In olden times New Year’s Day was an important day for
the whole country to look for signs of how the new year
would be. The signs people looked for had mostly to do
with how the crops would do, or what the fishing would
be like. The weather on New Year’s Day was also taken
as a sign of how the weather would be for the rest of
the year. Today New Year’s Day is an official holiday and
is usually celebrated at home and is for many people a
day of rest after New Year’s Eve. The Prime Minister
gives a speech, called the New Year’s Address.

The thirteenth day of Christmas (January 6th) is called
Helligtrekongersdag (“Three Holy Kings’ Day”) in honor
of the three kings who came to Jerusalem to honor
Jesus. In the Catholic era a pageant was performed on
this day, a living demonstration of the three kings’
journey, but today it is more of a symbol that Christmas
has come to an end.

Norwegian Children’s Films by Ron Grand

Chicago International Children’s Film Festival

Norwegian films collected three first prizes at the 26th Chicago
International Children’s Film Festival — North America’s largest
showcase for “kidpics”, screening 250 films to audiences
exceeding 25,000 — which ended on Sunday, November 1.

Through A Glass, Darkly received
the award for Best Live-Action
Feature at the Chicago
International Children's Film
Festival 2009.

The Children’s Jury presented “Through A Glass, Darkly”
with a Certificate of Excellence.

In this drama from Danish writer Jesper W. Nielsen, a
Norwegian teen suffering from a terminal illness comes to
terms with her life and imminent death via conversations with
a visiting angel. Based on Jostein Gaarder's bestseller, the
movie’s compassionate treatment of a difficult subject is
genuinely affecting and should resonate with audiences of all
ages. This smoothly crafted Scandto-production is already a
respectable performer in Scandinavia and a worldwide kids'
fest favorite, and the fame of the book should give the film a
long life.

Anita Killi’s “Angry Man” (Sinna mann) won for Best
Animated Short Film (Adult Jury), and Edvard Granum
Dillner’s “Hot” (Varmt) for Best Child-Produced Short Film
(Children’s Jury).

Since 2004 Norwegian cinema has not left the festival without
an award — last year Grethe Bge’s “Titanic’s Ten Lives”
(Titanics ti liv) received top honors from the Children’s Jury.
Norwegian director Atle Knudsen’s feature debut, "ORPS-
The Movie", was named Best Children’s Movie by the
Children’s Jury at the 51st Nordic Film Days in Libeck — the
largest showcase of Nordic films outside Scandinavia. Read
more about ORPS in the column to the right.

ORPS DVDs are currently only
available in the PAL
European DVD Television /
DVD format. Watch fora
release at a theater and
when it will be available in
the U.S. DVD format.

Orps', a Norwegian children's film that tells the story of
friendship, courage, enthusiasm and a genuine love of music,
was shown at the London Children's Film Festival.

'Orps' is about the group of friends lkko, Amalie, Babb,
Murmel and Ling, who all play in the Gamle Tomter Brass
Band. The annual Norwegian Championships are approaching,
so the band is going traveling, and there’s a chance to get a
sweetheart! At least this is the goal of the gabby, impatient,
and bubbly Amalie. Meanwhile, Ling hopes that her great
talent will finally be discovered — and lkko hopes that Ling will
discover him. Murmel will possibly manage to play one entire
tune without fainting, and maybe the quiet, modest Babb will
manage once and for all to tell everyone her opinion about
bullying?

But one great obstacle, or rather a person, stands in their way:
their conductor, the famous cornetist Elsebeth Bull. Elsebeth
is an extremely evil, manipulating lady, who in a treacherous
way decides to push the gang out of the band. She is
determined to win the Championships, and she won’t let
anything stand in her way. The friends decide to start their
own band, “Orps”. Together with the tomboy Jannik and the
band’s former conductor — the eccentric Morris — they take up
the fight for the Norwegian Champion title. And despite great
obstacles, the friends stick together — because this is what
good brass band spirit is all about! With great eagerness,
enthusiasm, and genuine joy of music, they inspire all the
other bands in the Norwegian Championship — because,
sometimes, it’s enough if you play from the heart.
