Paskekrim In Norway,

Easteris a
huge holiday,
just as big as
Christmas. For
all of Holy

little longer, most business and
many shops close down, while the
country celebrates the holiday with
parties and dinners at home, or by
heading into the mountains to hike
and ski.

Most of this is easy for us North
Americans to understand, it’s pretty
close to our own Easter traditions,
even if it’s on a much larger scale
than what we do. But there’s one
aspect of Easter in Norway for which
we have no equivalent — the
Norwegian obsession with Easter-
time crime books and movies.

It’s called paskekrim, literally “Easter
crime.” Every year at Easter, the
shelves of Norwegian bookstores
swell to bursting with lurid novels
promising ghastly tales of murder
and kidnapping; Norwegian TV is
flooded with mystery series from
home and abroad; and newspapers
and the internet scramble to review
it all, proudly proclaiming the year’s
paskekrim hits and misses. For
outsiders, this springtime obsession
with crime and punishment is
bewildering —it’s Easter after all, a
celebration of life, new beginnings —
and made all the more so by the fact
that there’s no parallel in the other
Scandinavian countries.

Evidently the whole thing started
back in the 1920s. A young writer
named Nordahl Grieg and his
friend Nils Lie hatched out a
dastardly plan to rob the Bergen-
Oslo train by ski. Rather than
commit the crime they decided to
write a book about some students
who do, and pitch it to Nordahl’s
brother Harald, then the head of
Gyldendal, a major Norwegian
publisher. The book, Bergenstoget
plyndrett i natt (“Bergen Train
Robbed Tonight”), came out that
Easter. Before the book was even
published, Harald Grieg had started
an ingenious marketing campaign
to promote it. He bought ads on
the front pages of some of
Norway’s biggest papers that read,
in huge letters, “BERGEN TRAIN
ROBBED TONIGHT!” and below, in
very small letters, “By Jonathan
Jerv” the pseudonym that Nordahl
and Nils had chosen for
themselves.

The ads created a sensation and
the book was sold out as soon as it
hit the shelves. Publishers had
traditionally only put out new
books in the fall, but now they’d
created a new tradition and a new
way to market at another time of
year — crime for Easter.

Thanks to Jon Satrum for the timely
information of the way Norwegians
celebrate Easter Week.

As your new Skjold librarian for
2010, along with being the Cultural
Chairman, | am hoping to update our
Skjold library — especially in the area
of children’s books, A/V materials,
and books with an emphasis on
W.W. Il history.

Want to impress your relatives? Need to learn a few phrases
for that trip coming up? Have some old letters you'd like to
translate? Whatever your goals, Sons of Norway can help you
get started learning the Norwegian language.

The Sons of Norway website, www.sonsofnorway.com, has
two great language programs for members. The first one,
“Norwegian in 5 Minutes a Month,” consists of 37 audio
lessons of simple phrases, written in Norwegian with English
translations and pronounced by native speakers. They are all
aimed at the beginner level, but will give you a sense of what
the language sounds like and how it works.

The second, newer program is called “Norwegian for Reading
Comprehension.” As the title indicates, this program focuses
on reading for general understanding, rather than speaking or
writing. Norwegian for Reading Comprehension shows you

how the Norwegian language works and teaches you a
strategy for breaking down sentences, paragraphs and
passages piece by piece. This program includes instruction on
the two different forms of the written language as well as tips
about reading older texts. To try either of these programs,
just sign into the “Members Login” section of
www.sonsofnorway.com.

If you need to hear more Norwegian spoken, check out our
Media Lending Library, which features several video titles in
Norwegian. For a complete list, log in to
www.sonsofnorway.com and click on “Member Resources”
and then pick “Lending Library” from the menu on the right.
That page lists all titles available, which are free to borrow for
members - just email culture@sofn.com or call 1-800-945-
8851 ext. 659 to make a reservation.

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Skjold Member contributes article to Norwegian arbok C CCcC

In the recently published “Historielaga |
Stjgrdalsbygdene” (Arbok nr XIX), our
member, Jon Satrum, contributed the article
“A vokse opp som norsk | Amerika”)
“Growing up Norwegian in America”.

One of 17 featured articles, it tells the story
of how one person experienced growing up
in a “Norwegian” house surrounded by a
community of Norwegian immigrants and
descendants. The majority of the article was
written in English and then translated into
Norwegian by the daughter of Jon’s cousin
in Norway.

A requirement for submitting the article was
that part of it had to be written in
Norwegian using only the author’s
knowledge of the language. No dictionaries,
on-line translators or other tools were
allowed to be used. The editors of the arbok
wanted its readers to see how successful an

American could be in learning a little
Norwegian.

The back cover of this hardcover arbok
(yearbook) includes a picture of Jon's
convertible in the Syttende Mai parade in
Park Ridge, complete with our Skjold Lodge
#100, Sons of Norway bannfzr.

A Little in English...
Norwegian Mother’s Day — the Second Sunday in February

Mother’s Day is an American invention, dating to the second
Sunday in May in 1907. That was when the first Memorial
Mother’s Day Meeting was celebrated in a Methodist church
in West Virginia after the initiative of one woman as a
personal memorial day for her own mother. The year after
she sent out an appeal to make this Sunday a general holiday
for all mothers her appeal was taken up by other Methodist
churches and later spread from there.

In Norway the custom of Mother’s Day was first introduced in
a Methodist church in Bergen, possibly as early as the first
world war. But the first breakthrough for an official mother’s
day was an initiative from Dorothea Schjoldager (1853- 1938)
and Karen Platou (1897-1950) in Oslo. In the years between
the two world wars they worked to get a mother’s day in
Norway set for the second Sunday in February, possibly
because Norway has so many holidays in May.

From being a day arranged by religious organizations the
occasion has in later years become a day for the family. In
Norway, father and children wait on mother on this day. The
day can be celebrated with breakfast in bed, flowers, dinner
at a restaurant or a nice card. Mother’s Day has also become
highly commercialized due to the marketing of Mother’s Day
cakes, flowers and gifts. Kindergartens and schools support
the tradition by having children make cards and presents for
their momes.

Aret etter sendte henne ut en oppfordring om 3 gjgre
denne sgndagen til en almen minnedag for alle mgdre, og
oppfordringen ble fulgt av andre metodistkirkene, og har
senere bare vokst i utbredelse.

I Norge ble skikken med mors dag innfgrt fgrst i en
metodistkirke i Bergen, sannsynligvis sa tidlig som under
fgrste verdenskrig. Men gjennomslag for en offisiell mors dag
ble det fgrst med et initiativ fra Dorothea Schjoldager (1853-
1938) og Karen Platou (1897-1950) i Oslo. | mellomkrigsarene
arbeidet de for & fa en morsdag i Norge lagt til andre sgndag i
februar muligens fordi vi i Norge har mange festdager i mai.

Fra a vaere en dag arrangert av religigse organisasjoner har
skikken blitt en dag for familien. | Norge, far og barn
oppvarter mor pa denne dagen. Dagen kan merkeres med
frokost pa sengen, blomster, middag pa restaurant eller et
koselig kort. Morsdagen har etter hvert blitt en stor
kommersiell hgytid giennom markedsfgring av morsdagskake,
morsdagsblomster og morsdagsgaver. Barnehager og skoler
opprettholder tradisjonen ved a sette barna til a lage kort og
gave til mor.

Facts About NOTWCIY - Did You Know? (Credits; www.norway.org)

There are more Norwegian descendants living in the
United States than there are Norwegians in Norway
(6 mill. vs. 4,8 million)

Norway is nicknamed “The Land of the Midnight
Sun”. (See picture below).

All of the surviving stave churches, (medieval
wooden churches with a post and beam construction
related to timber framing,) except one, are found in
Norway.

Hydropower accounts for 99 per cent of the
electricity generated in Norway.

In Norway, education is free, even college and
university education.

Norwegian women and men spend more and more
of their time on leisure activities, on average more
than 6 hours a day.

Norway has a native population called the Sami
people.

The plague called “The Black Death” resulted in the
death of more than half of Norway’s population in
the mid 14th century.

In real terms, Norway is one of the most expensive
countries in the world.

Norway was one of the first countries to establish a
Ministry for the Environment (1972).

Women in Norway have the right to 44 weeks of fully
paid maternity leave and men 6 weeks of fully paid
paternity leave.

The name Norway is thought to mean “path to the
North.”

Norway is one of the world’s richest countries per
capita.

The Nobel Peace Prize is awarded in Oslo, Norway’s
capital, every year.

The all-time high temperature in Norway is 96.082F
and was measured in Nesbyen, Buskerud in 1970.
Norway is one of the world’s largest oil and natural
gas exporters.

One of Norway’s most important strategic priority
areas is the Arctic, where Norway works to protect
the environment, maintain settlement patterns,
promote business development and further develop
cooperation with Russia and other partners.

The First United Nations Secretary-General, Trygve
Halvdan Lie, was Norwegian.

Since the early 1990s, Norway has been playing an
important role as facilitator in a number of peace
and reconciliation processes.

Food stores are not allowed to stay open on Sundays,
but petrol stations and kiosks selling groceries are.
In Norway, wine and liquor is only sold in a monopoly
store called “Vinmonopolet”, which translates to
“The Wine Monopoly”.

In the period 1860 to 1910, the percentage of the
Norwegian population immigrating to America was
second only to the percentage of the Irish.

In size, Norway is comparable to Montana, and it is
the 6th largest country in Europe.

Norway is one of very few European countries not to
be a member of the European Union, after twice
rejecting membership after having a referendum
(1972 and 1994.)
